Natural Resources — The development of the
proposed project will result in the loss of 10.4 acres of
saltwater marsh, the dredging and filling of 46.3 acres
of open water habitat, and loss of 63 acres of wooded
upland. An additional 86.7 acres of open water habitat
will be impacted by dredging associated with the
construction of the berth and turning basin. The
construction of an access roadway will result in the
loss of a small quantity of wetlands and the
construction of an elevated structure across Shipyard
Creek.

All of Charleston Harbor and its reaches are
considered to be Essential Fish Habitat (EFH) and,
therefore, the development of the Proposed Project will

impact EFH to some degree. The EFH species of
particular concern in the study area are red drum and
shrimp.

The Proposed Project is not expected to adversely
impact federally listed Threatened or Endangered
Species or critical habitat.

Water Resources — The construction of the
Proposed Project will require filling and paving land that is
currently undeveloped, thereby increasing the amount of
stormwater runoff and pollutants entering waterways.

The dredging of the proposed berth and turning basin
will result in localized decreases in dissolved oxygen.
Dissolved oxygen levels in the lower Cooper River are not
expected to be impacted.
